NKU 2007 Asian Summit Report

The first NKU Asian Summit was held on Saturday, May 5, 2007.  Over 80 people representing 11 countries attended.  After the brief introductory session, six focus group sessions were facilitated by NKU faculty members.  Based on the reports, all the sessions involved lively discussions by participants and were very successful.  The minutes of the focus group sessions are attached.  The summit concluded with lunch, a musical performance, and the keynote address by A.J. Wang. 
Follow-Up Survey Results

Participants were asked to answer the questionnaire after lunch. Fifty completed questionnaires were turned in.  An overwhelming majority of the respondents expressed their interest in participating in future ACA-sponsored events and were willing to help the ACA with the need assessment survey.  Regarding the issues of concern for members of their respective communities, the answer focused on the following 6 issues.
Health, including health insurance

Immigration, including language barrier, lack of job opportunities, assimilation
Discrimination, including racism, misunderstanding, stereotyping

Lack of Asian representations

Division within a community/among Asian communities, including the lack of inter-Asian organizations

Access to public services
